Goals: The goals for this class will allow you, the student, to develop an understanding of basic theory, techniques and procedures of television production. The focus will be on Studio Production, allowing you to build a television show from the pre-production planning stage, to script and storyboard writing, to taping and editing. The class is also designed to provide the development of Critical Thinking, Problem Solving, Team Building, Interpersonal and Written Communication Skills.
Required Items: Students will need a TV Production ONLY notebook, preferably with folder inserts, and travel drive to be used to store all class files. Also, students may need to provide recording materials if you wish to keep recorded projects.
The Big Idea

Upon completion of the course, students will have the ability to design, produce and edit a studio produced television program. The following skills sets will be emphasized:
· Students will demonstrate practical working knowledge of the studio and control room equipment.
· Students will understand the importance of teamwork in the television industry.

· Students will have a working knowledge of the many different positions (director, TD, GFX, audio mixer, editor, talent, writer, producer, stage manager and camera operator) available for employment in the television industry.
